Having insects in your yard goes hand in hand with gardening. There is no such thing as a bug free garden. This can be good and bad of course. Some insects are useful such as honeybees that act as pollinators in our vegetable garden or the praying mantis which eats many insect pests. But a garden is not without it’s pests. There are many different products on the market that target one or all of the pests that you encounter on a regular basis in the garden. Some target specific pests such as caterpillars, but are harmless to all other pests. Other products target all insects. Most of these kill on contact and will kill any insects including beneficial insects. These can be effective against many species, but they must be present when you spray. They offer no lasting protection for your plants. The active ingredient in Green Light Lawn and Garden Spray is Spinosad. Spinosad is a toxin derived from soil dwelling bacteria. It is only toxic to insects so it is safe to use around children or pets. Spinosad must be ingested to be effective so it will not harm beneficial predatory insects such as praying mantis, green lacewings or ladybugs. However when applied to the plants that the pests are feeding on, it will kill all of the pests with in 1 to 2 days. Pests will stop feeding soon after ingestion, but will take 1 to 2 days to die. Spinosad can be sprayed to stop a current infestation or to prevent one from happening. It is long lasting so it can be sprayed on plants as a preventative measure. Spinosad can be used to treat leaf miners, caterpillars, grasshoppers, aphids, thrips, fruit flies, spider mites or any other insect that feeds on plants. By spraying the entire plant you are basically making it toxic to any insect that would feed on it, but harmless to people or pets. This can even be sprayed on fruit and vegetable crops up to 1 week before harvest. Spray Green Light Lawn and Garden on your lawn to prevent chinch bugs. Treat trees and shrubs to control caterpillars or grasshoppers. Treat your flowerbeds and vegetable gardens to control aphids and many other pests. Spray it in the early morning or evening to avoid burning plants as with any liquid garden spray. 

Dealing with pests in our garden is just part of life. They defoliate our trees and shrubs, kill our flowers and lawns and eat the fruits and vegetables from our gardens. Just about every plant is on their menu at some point. There are many products to treat for these pests. Most of which are incredibly toxic to people, pets and definitely to beneficial insects.
