Every year home gardeners work endlessly to make sure there garden is full of flowers and their lawn is lush and green. They fertilize and water and trim back plants. But even with the best care you may notice that your plants still may not grow as full as they should or might have a slight yellow color to them. This is because while most gardeners are very good about regularly fertilizing their lawns and gardens, they are missing something. Most fertilizers on the market contain the 3 nutrients plants need the most outside of Hydrogen, Oxygen and Carbon all of which the plant gets from the environment. Most fertilizers contain Nitrogen, Phosphorus and Potassium. Those are 6 of the essential nutrients plants need to survive. Did you know that there are a total of 17 nutrients plants need? While the 6 nutrients that plants obtain from their environment or fertilizers are the ones used in the most abundance, there are 11 more nutrients that the plant still needs to flourish.

Medina Micronutrients is a fertilizer to fill in the gaps left by most conventional fertilizers. The nutrients plants need are classified as Macro (plants uses the most of these) and Micro (plants use the least of these). There is a law in botany called the law of limiting factors and it states that which ever need no matter how small is not met by the plant will be what limits the growth or production of the plant. What that basically means is that you can dump as much high nitrogen fertilizer on your plant as you want, but if your plant is deficient in Zinc or Iron or some other micro nutrient, the plant will have stunted growth, yellow foliage or reduced production if it is a fruit or vegetable plant. Medina Micronutrients contains Nitrogen, Calcium, Magnesium, Sulfur, Copper, Iron, Manganese and Zinc. These, aside from Nitrogen, help correct some of the more common micronutrient deficiencies in plants. Medina Micronutrients can be applied anytime of year due to the low Nitrogen content. Spread it at 3 to 4 pounds per 1,000 square feet. Most yards will only need one application per year. 3 or 4 five-pound bags will treat an average yard. You will notice a big difference between a yard that is getting its micronutrients and one that is not. You may think your yard looks good now, but more often than not you are deficient in at least one of the above-mentioned nutrients.
