Every year pests make their way into our home. We commonly find ants, roaches, spiders and other insects around and even in our houses. But, the pest that might be the most of a nuisance are the moths that get into flour or grain that we store in the pantry. These moths are found worldwide and are one of the top pests of the grain industry and they can be an equally destructive pest to homeowners. They lay eggs in rice, flour or other grains and once hatched, the larvae feed on the grains until they are ready to pupate and emerge as adult moths. Once these moths are brought in, they can be extremely difficult to get rid of. The larvae eat flour or grain and will be found throughout your pantry. This is made twice as difficult by the fact that they are in your food. Pesticide treatment of food products like these is all but impossible. The only way to stop such infestations is to interrupt the reproductive cycle of the moths. This is an effective treatment used in large operations to combat moth infestations that has been scaled down to be just as effective at a homeowner level.

Safe Pantry Pest Traps are very simply put, glue traps. They are strongly scented with a powerful pheromone that attracts the adult male moths. Once they are attracted to the trap, they become stuck in the glue and will eventually die. When the males have all died out, the reproduction cycle comes to a stop and the remaining moths will eventually die as well. Pantry Pest Traps could not be simpler to use. Place the trap near the problem area, generally where dried foodstuffs are stored. Locations include the basement, pantry, kitchen or garage. Choose a location where the trap will get the most air circulation, but where it will not be damaged by swinging doors or foot traffics. The moths will find the trap when the trap is placed within 10 feet of the infested food source. The traps are good for 3 months or until they become clogged with dead moths. Put several traps out for heavy infestations or just put one out as a preventative measure. This is a simple way to handle what can be a very difficult situation. Most people want to reach for a can of bug spray when they begin seeing the moths, but you have to remember that this is your food we are talking about. Whether you live a natural life style or not, do you really want toxic insecticide sprayed around your food? Even if you use a natural pesticide that is safer to use near food, you will still not be able to treat the eggs and larvae that are actually living in your grains or flour. There really is only one option when you face an infestation like this.
